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Peru & Galapagos Island trip
Food in the trip
June 11 - June 26, 2011

After a vacation, | forget some of the travel difficulties, but remember the fun and significant
activities. To me, it was the food that was in my memory and journal.

“La comida es rical” means the food is delicious as said by our tour leader Juan Lazo in Peru. Yes
| can remember the good food. Dishes like the Solterito, a cooked salad of string beans, carrots
with cheese. Ceviche with limon, means fish with lime. Pisco Sour, a drink in Peru founded in
1600’s, made from white grapes crushed, fermented, and vapored into Pisco. A sweet dessert
like the Brownie with Lucoma ice cream was interesting.

Juan taught us how to “Toast”, here’s what you say, “Salud, Amor, Dinero”, meaning Health,
Love, Money.

One lunch | remember is in Lima, Peru, at Vivaldino Restaurant at the Larco Mar Mezzanine. The
restaurant overlooks the sea. The appetizer for me was the Parilla de Mariscos, a dish of grilled
prawns, shrimps, scallops, octopus, calamari and tuna a la grilla with limo chili butter, garlic and
parsley. The main dish was highly recommended by Juan, it was the Tiradito de Aji Amarillo, a
Sole fish filet marinated in lemon with yellow hot peppers sauce.

A dinner to reminisce is at the Café de La Paz in Lima, Peru. A sidewalk café with a European
ambience, Picasso’s peace dove print is used as the logo, even the coaster coordinates with the
Picasso print. Other Picasso’s prints were displayed on the wall. With dinner, we drank the
“Mate de Coca”, a tea for prevention of altitude sickness.

Coca leaves can be chewed, as we were taught by Juan, our tour leader. Here’s how you can
chew the leaves: Fold up a bunch of coca leaves, put it inside your mouth, between the molars
and against the cheeks. Chew until the leaves give out the juices, swallow the juices. Dispose of
the leaves after the leaves are all chewed and have no taste.

We also ate local breads, the one | remember was a large flat bread the size of a foot diameter.
Juan gave us this big bread and passed it around on the bus, everyone pulled a piece from this
big flat bread, that had no sweetness in it. It was like a community bread tasting.

Soups, | remember that was local, was the Quinoa Soup, made of potato and vegetable.
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At the farmer’s market in Ollantaytambo, we walked on uneven ground laid with dried straws,
but watch out for the animal droppings from cows. Mestizos (as they were called) wore wide
tall hats were vendors selling corn, pumpkin, potatoes, beans, etc. The tall hats signify a higher
status than the natives, but the vendor is not necessary a Mestizo by blood.

We visited a cerveza store, a beer merchant made her own beer, fermented by corn. Another
beer fermented with a native berry, the beer tasted like strawberry flavor. The thing |
remember from the beer tasting, was that the beer tasted flat.

On another occasion, we ate at a private home for dinner, hosted by an local family. Guess
what we ate as the main dish, a roasted guinea pig. That was in Urubamba.

In Urubamba, we visited a ceramic studio of Pablo Seminario, located in the Sacred Valley of the
Incas. Seminario is an artist who has created his designs from ancient Peruvian cultures.

In Aquas Calientes, Machu Pichu, | won’t forget the “Indio Feliz” restaurant, serving French style
dishes. The Capitan Bar serves Pisco Sour, traditional Peruvian drink made of: 3 oz. Pisco, 1 oz.
lemon juice, 1 soup spoon of sugar, 1 egg white, 5 — 6 ice cubes, 1 pinch of cinnamon.

In Sagsayhuaman, an Inca healer performed a ceremony for healing, these are items not to be
eaten, but to be wrapped in a packet and burned afterwards to be sent to the spiritual being.
Ingredients in the packet for blessing are: scallops, Pacha Mama, starfish, dried fetus of a llama,
coca leaves, snail shells, confetti of sweets, string of wisdom, feather of a condor, cookies of St.
Nicholas, and perhaps more which | don’t remember. The burning of the packet took place in
an open field of grassland. And at that momemt, Kim Wu bursted out in Chinese a saying “Dry
Wood Burn Fire BZ£E%1°k”, which everyone who understood the Chinese saying, laughed out
loud. In literal meaning, this saying had nothing to do with the healer’s burning of the packet.
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In Quito, Ecuador, | remember the ice cream store in Pomasqui town, ice cream is hand made
from fresh fruits, mixed by hand in a large round copper bow! by young strong arms of men
worker. Luis Becerra, our tour leader treated us to this delicious fresh fruit ice cream.

In the cruise ship in Galapagos Islands, local fresh fruits was served at breakfast. A beautiful
fruit basket is at the ship’s main dining room. See the sketch showing the bountiful basket of
fruits. All meals were excellent and displayed elegantly. One dessert | remember that was
simply put together was a flan on top of a round slice of pineapple, and topped with a
strawberry on whip cream. Just imagine the color combination.

A birthday cake to remember was for Sabrina Wu, inscribed with Feliz Compleano Sabrina on
chocolate frosting, the chocolate cake was so moist with fruits.

Report on trip to Dubai, UAE, November 2010

ERE

The United Arab Emirates (UAE), consisting of seven emirates: Abu Dhabi, Dubai, Sharjah, Ajman,
Umm al-Qaiwain, Ras al-Khaimah and Fujairah, was established in December 1971. UAE lies
along the south-eastern tip of the Arabian Peninsula, Qatar to the west, Saudi Arabia to the
south and west, and Oman to the north and east.

Our 5-day trip to UAE was anchored in Dubai with day-long trips to the cities of Sharjah and Abu
Dhabi, which is the capital and largest city of UAE. These cities are connected by 8-lane
highways.

Four-fifths of the UAE are desert, yet it is a country of contrasting landscapes, from
dunes to rich oases, precipitous rocky mountains to fertile plains.

The United Arab Emirates, one of the world’s fastest growing tourist destinations, has all
the ingredients for an unforgettable holiday -- beaches, sports, shopping, a rich culture,
and a safe as well as friendly environment.

[Many of the scenes in “Sex and the City — II” were shot in the UAE.]

In Dubai, we toured the magnificent Jumeirah Mosque in which the visitors are required to put
on full-length gowns; the Dubai World Trade Center -- one of the tallest buildings in the Middle
East, and the Dubai Mall, as well as the oldest part of the city, Bastakia, among others. The
group also visited the Dubai Museum and the Al Fahidi Fort, which has survived for two
centuries. Water taxis would ferry the tourists across the Creek to the spice and gold souks
(bazaars). The jewelry on sale here varies from the traditional to the latest designs.

The Dubai Mall, the most up-scale world-class shopping center, is one of the roughly five
shopping venues in Dubai. The most memorable in the mall is the Dubai Aquarium
which features the world largest viewing panel of 100°'W x 25’H with physical
dimensions of 150’ x 60’ x 30’. The huge viewing panel is made up of ten 10" x 25’
pieces of glass with a thickness of 2’, perhaps only at the bottom. It houses 33,000 sea
creatures of 85 species with 400 sharks and rays.

Sharjah is about a two-hour ride from Dubai. The Fort of Sharjah, built in 1820, was once served
as the residence of the ruling family. The largest souk, Al Markazai, has 600 shops. It’s
customary to bargain for jewelry, handicrafts and carpets, etc.

Dhows have been the traditional ships in the Arabian waters. Dinner cruises on these vessels
are very popular.

The tour also includes a visit to the capital of the United Arab Emirates, Abu Dhabi, also known
as the Arabian Jewel. En route, we passed the Jebel Ali Port, the largest man-made port in the
world. Our group also visited the Women’s Handicraft Center, where the skill and dexterity of
local women making handicrafts are demonstrated. Later, the group continued to the city’s
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oldest building, Al Husn Palace, built in the 18" century. We also drove along the Cornniche to
the Breakwater, from which we enjoyed the city’s skyline. Lastly, we visited the Dhow Yard,
where wooden ships are still being built using the same simple tools that have been used for
generations.

History

Civilization started in about 5,500 BC with copper trading recorded in about 3,000 BC.
By the first century, trading as far as China has been established. In the 16 -17"
century, this area was under the control of Portugal. In the 17" - 19% century, it was
occupied by the Ottoman and Britain. The treaty with the United Kingdom in 1892
protected it against the Ottoman Empire and other adversities and the treaty was ended
in 1971 when the UAE was established.

In 1994, UAE established a military defense agreement with the U.S.; and in 1995, one
with France. After the 9/11 terrorist attacks on the U.S., the UAE was identified as a
major financial center used by Al-Qaeda in transferring money to the hijackers.
Subsequently, it cooperated fully with the U.S. in fighting terrorism.

Economy
UAE has a diversified, highly developed and fast growing economy. Its US $270 billion
GDP ranks second in the Middle East, after Saudi Arabia. Its sovereign wealth fund is

about US $1 trillion.

UAE’s main industries are petroleum and petrochemicals, fishing, aluminum, cement
and fertilizers.

The export goods, mainly to Japan, South Korea, India, Iran and Thailand include crude
oil, natural gas re-exports, dried fish, and dates.

The import goods, mainly from China, India, United States, Japan and Turkey, include
machinery and transport equipment, chemicals, and food.
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During the 19" and early 20" centuries, the pearling industry thrived. World Wars | & I,
the Great Depression of the 1930’s, coupled with India’s imposition of heavy pearl
import taxation as well as Japan’s creation of cultured pearls brought the pearling to an
end and exerted heavy economic tolls to the area causing the out-migration of about
half of the region’s population. In subsequent decades, with the discovery of petroleum
and the revenue earned, most areas of UAE undertook massive infrastructure
construction programs.

Recently, the Emirate of Dubai has started to look for other sources of revenue targeting
high-class tourism, international finance servicing and property developments such as
the 2 Palm Islands, the World (archipelago), Dubai Marina, and the Jumeirah Lake
Towers, etc.

In general, cost of living in the UAE is about 50% - 100% higher than that in the U.S. A
McDonald combo costs US $12; a red-snapper on ice in a super market, US $8/Ib; a 3-
piece dim-sum, US $8.00; a simple beef steak dinner, US $30.00; A 3-bedroom
apartment, US $300,000 - $500,000. Down payment for an apartment purchase is 33%.

Politics, Government and Society

There are two distinct social classes in the UAE: the elite/privilege local Emiratis of

about 1 million is about 20% of its total population of about 5 million; the remaining
80%, about 4 million, are the migrant workers with work permits good for up to 15 years.
150 languages are used in the Emirates.

Migrants, mostly of South Asian origin, constitute for half of the UAE’s workforce.
Workers typically arrive in debt to recruiters from home countries and upon arrival are
often made to sign new contracts in English or Arabic which pays them less than had
originally been agreed. Visa and travel costs are typically added on to the original debt,
and thus within hours of their arrival, workers often find that their debt-repayment time
has increased significantly, possibly by years.

Salary discrimination is commonplace with the highest paid jobs going to Emiratis.
Certain job categories are reserved for Emiratis, which pays five to ten times more than
a migrant worker. For example, police are mostly Emiratis, with a monthly salary of US
$3,000 to US $5,000, whereas, a migrant guard/attendant in a museum gets pay of US
$500/mo for a 14 hour/day, 7 day/week assignment, and a taxi driver earns US
$1,000/mo.

Emirate’s family get bonus from the government when they get married, have babies
and buy residences, etc.

The male in emirates family got their college education, mostly, in Europe and United
States whereas the female attend college within the country.

Wealth concentrates in the elite Emirates and families. For example, the four “national”
“flag-ship” airlines of UAE are owned by 4 Emirates. The most expensive hotel suite is

US $230,000/night (no misprint). This hotel bills itself as the only 6-star facility in the
world. The most popular languages are Arabic, Indian and Pakistan with English spoken
by 80% of the population. Many higher level migrant workers are from northern Europe.
Our 5 tour guides are all from Germany who speak excellent English, but lack the depth

in local knowledge and culture, as most have no tour guide training and arrived on its

soil recently.

The UAE does not have democratically-elected institutions and citizens do not have the
right to change their government or to form political parties. The government restricts
freedom of speech and the press; the local media practices self-censorship by avoiding
directly criticizing the government. The Ministry of Information licenses all publications
and approves the appointment of editors. Negative comments about Islam, the
government, ruling families, or UAE citizens could be punishable by imprisonment. The
government reviews import material for content and imposes distribution limitation on
material considered pornographic, excessively violent, derogatory to Islam, or contrary
to foreign policy.

Despite all these, the UAE is held to be one of the most liberal countries in the Middle
East particularly if compared to its neighbors, Saudi Arabia and Iran.

Military and Defense

The UAE’s military has about 30,000 personnel. Although small in number, its armed
forces are equipped with some of the most modern weapon systems, purchased abroad.
Most UAE troops are citizens of other Arab countries and Pakistan. Military officers,
however, are almost all UAE nationals. Most are graduates of the military academies of
the United Kingdom, United States and France.

The trip to the UAE opened a new chapter in my world view. | hope you enjoy reading
this write-up.
