About eleven months ago, I had the painful duty to report
to you the funeral of Stephen Tung. Yesterday, on 19 January
2011, I had the unfortunate opportunity to attend the funeral of
Ng Yee Fai.

Her funeral really began at twilight of 18 January, around
6 p.m., at Po Fook Shan Funeral Halls, Tai Wai, N.T., with
friends and relatives who couldn't come the next morning for
the official funeral attending. Among our classmates, Chan Lik
Hang, Chan Tze Lock, Jane Law (Gook Fong), Kwok Man
Fai, Mak Pui Ki, Lau Kwok Hwai (Chang Cheung), Theodore
Hsueh attended. (Apologies for omitting, if any). Flowers sent
included Rev. Wilfred Chung, North American Alumni of the
Class of '58, Hong Kong Alumni of the Class of '58 and Teacher
Ms. Lau. The next morning (19 January) saw Jane Law, Chan
Lik Hang and Chan Tze Lock again, with Chu Yuen-Lin and
myself also attending.

There was no formal service during the funeral, though
it was generally in Christian style. One special feature was,
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for each who attended the funeral, a flower was given to put
alongside Yee Fai in the coffin whilst we were walking around
her during the "Last Sight" ceremony.

The cremation was in Cape Collinson and the "Thank
You" Vegetable Lunch was served at "Po Kwong Vegetarian
Restaurant" in Jordan Road, Kowloon. The 5 above-mentioned
classmates attended. and really saw her to the end.
Afterthought:

Unlike Stephen Tung, whom I knew well for several years
during my Junior Middle and Senior Middle Years, I was in Pui
Ching with Yee Fai for only 1 year in Senior Middle 1, when we
were in different classes; she was in "Faith" Class and I was in
"Light" Class. (I left Pui Ching in Senior Middle 2). So I didn't
know Yee Fai well at all and she came back to my memory
only during the 2008 Golden Anniversary Class Reunion. But
since then she impressed me by participating most of our class
reunion activities and, with Jane Law (Gook Fong), by taking
care of our teacher Ms. Katherine Lau (Choy Yan) during the
Golden Reunion Day and subsequent monthly lunch meetings
until the final months of 2010. With a few other classmates, she
even joined Mr. & Mrs. Stephen Tung in many 2009 private
meetings, knowing that would be Stephen's last months, while
she herself was undertaking several serious treatments for her
lungs.

I hold Yee Fai with a very high esteem in her helpful and
cheerful nature. I only regret that I found out the true Yee Fai
too late to enjoy a longer friendship and fellowship; and I have
high respect for her husband who encouraged her, even in her
last days, to participate our class activities and to see us and be
our companies as much as she could.
