She was the featured pianist to
perform for all the government functions, also in Europe & North
America.

After moving to Vancouver, she started her career as an
actress. Her film“Double Happiness”, a Canadian classic, won
7 international awards. In 1997 She returned to Hong Kong to
star in many TV drama series with TVB & ATV. Her role as
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Principal Ko in “Kindred Spirit” (%) , the longest running TV
soap opera in Asia, has won her popularlty and became a success.
She is also well-known as an acting coach, Karena Lam (won
HK Film Academy Award & Golden Horse Award ...etc) , Osric
Chau (starred in “2012”,“Man with an Iron Fist”...etc), Cristina
Paras (Lead in Broadway musical “Miss Saigon™) are among
some of her successful students.

She also involve in a lot of charity activities and
organizations, such as created
“The SuperKids”programme
for children with Downs
Syndrome, CEO Foundation,
“Family Renewal
Programme”and ARS (Animal
Rescue Society).

Tsin earns Presidential Award

Andrew Tsin, PhD, FARVO,
of the University of Texas at San
Antonio, Tex. (UTSA), was named a
recipient of the Presidential Award for T ’
Excellence in Science, Mathematics, F
and Engineering Mentoring by —
President Obama. He will be one [ L
of nine 2011 mentors to receive an i. A ‘ ~
award at a White House ceremony
later this year. In addition to being honored at the White House,
recipients receive $25,000 from the National Science Foundation
to advance their mentoring efforts.

The Presidential Award is presented to individuals and
organizations to recognize the crucial role that mentoring plays
in the academic and personal development of students studying
science and engineering — particularly those who belong to
groups that are underrepresented in these fields.

Tsin, a nationally recognized biochemist, was recognized
for his 30-year history of mentoring students who are from
minority and other underrepresented groups. Under his
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leadership, more than 100 undergraduate and graduate students
have completed their degrees and either continued their education
or taken on positions as scientific researchers, physicians or
educators. Additionally, as founding director of the UTSA Center
for Research and Training in the Sciences, Tsin helped secure
more than $52 million in grants to support research and training
programs for underrepresented minorities.

Tsin currently serves as chair of ARVO's Diversity
