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In memory of Lam Shing Chi...

In the summer of 2007, I was traveling along the west coast
of the U.S. from Seattle, WA. to San Diego, CA. by Amtrak and
Grey Hound instead of flying because I wanted to see the coastal
scenery of the U.S. west coast as well as some inland lakes of
Washington, some rain wood forest of Oregon, and some semi-
arid areas of inland California and some vineyards and orange
market gardens. After visiting Frank Chow, William Kwan and
Chester Cheung in Seattle, Lam Yee Hung (Wai Sheung) in Palo
Alto, Ca., I arrived at the Grey Hound Depot of Los Angeles, to
change to another bus destined for San Diego to visit Lam Shing
Chi. The time for departure from L.A. was 5:30 p.m. and should
be in San Diego by 7:00 p.m. and in the summer, there should
still be daylight in San Diego. I knew that Shing Chi did not like
to drive at night because of his eyes were not suitable for night
driving so I had hoped that nothing would happen otherwise I
would not be met at the bus depot.

I didn’t know whether it was called “Murphy Law” or not,
but the worst thing you hoped that would not happen, did happen!
Being just a few days after Independence Day, summer holiday
officially began in the United States and traveling chaos started
to occur. My 5:30 bus for San Diego, on which I had a seat
reserved, somehow disappeared and I had to wait till 7:30 pm. for
another one. Well I had to phone Shing Chi to let him know I was
delayed but I didn’t have a cell phone on me and I couldn’t leave
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the queue line to use the public phone. Luckily, one kind-hearted
Mexican fellow let me use his cell phone and the equally kind-
hearted Shing Chi comforted me at the other end and asked me
not to worry as he and his wife Lai Fong would be at the depot to
meet me “no matter how late”.

It was well after 9 p.m. when I finally arrived at the San
Diego Grey Hound Depot. Lai Fong was there to greet me. [ was
so afraid and apologetic when I saw Shing Chi behind the driving
wheel without a smile, but I was relieved that all his complaint
was directed at the Grey Hound and not at me! Poor Lai Fong,
she had to get up early for work the next morning.

The next morning Shing Chi took me to the one Day tour
of San Diego. He didn’t join the tour with me as he had been on
that tour many times before, of course, and he told me to be to
wait outside the Zoo at 5 p.m. and that we would go to dinner
afterwards. Well I was too occupied by the ferry trips on the
San Diego Harbor where the Mayflower and the then newest
Aircraft Carrier U.S.S. Ronald Reagan happened to be visiting
also. I was also taken interested in the hotel where “Some Like It
Hot” was filmed and the beach where “MacArthur” was filmed
as he walked on the “Philippine Beach” in the retaking of the
Philippines and that he had truly “returned”. By the time I arrived
at the famous San Diego Zoo it was already 4:45 p.m. So I dared
not go in as I feared that I would be late again!



On the final day he took me to drive up to La Jolla to show
me the Church where his son would be married in a fortnight’s
time and he also took me to the beach where the sea lions were
sunbathing. After morning coffee he was kind enough to drive
me around La Jolla where my boyhood hero Gregory Peck (the
Academy awarded actor who played Atticus Finch in “To kill
A Mockingbird”) was born, hoping to find a trace of this legend
around the neighborhood. We even went into the La Jolla Library
but nothing could be found. Now wasn’t Shing Chi helpful and
completely selfless to waste his time and energy, risking his
eyesight, disturbing his wife’s rest for me, a classmate of more
than 50 years ago and probably long-forgotten for more than half
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a century, for a casual and leisure visit, chasing a meaningless
shadow!

After lunch he took me to the station, Amtrak this time! We
shook hands and said good-bye. As I watched he drove away, I
said to myself, “thanked Grey Hound for the confusion, without
which I would never have found out how nice a fellow he was!

Post-Script: We had a wonderful Golden Anniversary of our
graduation Reunion in Hong Kong in 2008 and another unofficial
reunion in Seattle in September 2009. Some five months later
he suffered a stroke and passed away in San Diego, with Lai
Fong on his bedside. May God bless him and comfort Lai Fong,

Unfortunately, a few days prior to that lunch gathering, I
had developed coughing from a mild form of flu and I thought
I should not attend in case the coughing would spread. I phoned
a few classmates that morning but not Stephen for fear that he
might not attend. Almost immediately after that lunch he phoned
me asking me how I was and I was so impressed that he was such
a thoughtful friend full of concern for his fellow classmates.

I did see him several times afterwards, before and after his
last visit to Toronto, and the last time in Eastern hospital, HK,
about forty hours before he passed away. Each time he impressed
me as a brave warrior, determined to fight the cancer to the end. I
knew he suffered a lot of pain, but right till the end he remained
fearless and faithful and he was all prepared. It was not until 8:00
on Sunday morning, February 7, 2010, when he learned that his
grandson was born, that Yin Ping allowed his doctor to increase
his dose of drug to reduce his pain that he gradually faded away
in a coma, and eventually left us at 15:00 the same afternoon.
